The five little gefiltes were made from bowling pins (Qriental Trading Co.)
ahd had bottle Caps anhd poster board hats. These guys were more for show- we had plain
bowling pins for the actual bowling game.

The bagels were made from styrofoam rings covered in felt and sprinkied (glued) with felt
“sesame seeds”. They were fastened with staples anhd did not hold up that well. They heed to
be glued to secure the felt better. Sports Cones were used to CatCh the tossed bagels. The
Kids got unlimited trys to toss the bagels ahd could go as Close as heeded to sucCeed!

The dinosaurs that went to Israel were ordered from Qriental Trading Compahy and placed in a
plastic bih oh top Of a blue tag board. The blue represented the Kineret. Some of the
dinosaurs had Israeli flags (stiCkers) stuCk to the bottom. The idea was to find the dihosaur
with the flag sticker...TJe allowed as many turhs as heeded to win!
